Available Facilities

· The T-Lazy-7 Lodge is our magnificent log lodge with a large bar, dance floor, elevated bandstand, cathedral ceilings and enough space to accommodate parties of up to 280 guests.  Additionally, there is an outdoor patio and lawn for seasonal use. With our large commercial kitchen, your caterer can step right in to create the event you desire.

· The Chuckwagon Grounds is the ultimate in Colorado flavor.  This venue is outside in the woods next to beautiful Maroon Creek.  There is a large covered seating area with overhead heaters and a bonfire pit for those cool Colorado evenings. Surrounded by old stagecoaches and wagons, it is the perfect location for an outdoor barbecue or company gathering.  A band platform, dance floor and bar are built into the Chuckwagon Grounds. Here we can comfortably accommodate groups as small as 20 or as large as 180 or more.

Damage Deposit
· A refundable damage deposit of 50% is required.  A pre-authorized credit card to hold the damage deposit amount or check within 15 days of event would serve for deposit.  Assuming no cleaning or damage charges incur, either the credit card will not be charged or this deposit will be refunded within 15 days after event. If damage exceeds the deposit amount, client agrees to pay the additional amount.

CLEANING

· Client must return facility in the same clean condition in which it was received.  If client wishes to use the cleaning services organized by T-Lazy-7, the cost is $45/hour per cleaning personnel.  This cost will be invoiced after the event and will be charged to the credit card on file, or charged against the monies being held as a damage deposit.
Site use timeline
· The above facility site fee covers a time period of 24 hours of use by the client, 12 Noon – 12 Noon.
· Facility must be returned and cleaned within 24 hours.
The Meadow use timeline
· If The Meadow is rented in conjunction with one of our other facilities, this area will be available for a 24-hour period to the client.

The T-Lazy-7 reserves the right to book more than one Event on the property including the Lodge, Chuckwagon Grounds or The Meadow. Please be assured that The T-Lazy-7 takes great care in scheduling events to ensure that there is no interference from each event booked.

Facility Rental Deposits and Payment Policies
· Deposit amounts are based on the site fee and damage deposit.

· A 50% deposit is required to reserve banquet space. 

· The additional 50% of the anticipated charges will be due 30 days prior to the event.  Again, barring any cleaning or damage charges owed, the damage deposit will be returned within 15 days of completion of event.

Cancellation Policy
After an event is booked, should a cancellation occur, our policy is as follows:

· Over 180 days (6 months) - no cancellation fee

· Within 120 – 180 days (4-6 months), 25% cancellation fee

· Within 30 –120 days (1-4 months), 50% cancellation fee

· Within 30 days (1 month), 75% cancellation fee

T-Lazy-7 takes no responsibility for any liability that should incur from use of such, and client is responsible for any damage to them.
COAT CHECK

· There is a coat check area located in the Lodge.  The client is responsible for providing personnel to manage this station.
PARKING

· The T-Lazy-7 has space to park about 50 vehicles. If more are anticipated, a parking attendant is recommended. 

Loss and Damages

· The T-Lazy-7 is not responsible for any loss or damages to any merchandise, articles, vehicles or valuables belonging to the host or their guests, during, or subsequent to, any function.

· The client or agents are responsible for any damages incurred to the property by guests, vendors, agents, employees, subcontractors or assigns.

GOVERNING LAW

If any action at law or in equity is necessary to enforce or interpret any of the rights or obligations under this agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorney’s fees, costs, and necessary disbursements in addition to any other relief to which the prevailing party may be entitled.  This agreement contains the entire agreement between the parties, and supersedes all prior or contemporaneous written or oral negotiation, agreements, promises, or understandings between the parties; shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Colorado; and shall be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original.  

FORCE MAJEURE AGREEMENT ADDENDUM

If for any reason beyond the parties reasonable control (including but not limited to strikes, labor disputes, regulations or orders of government authorities, civil disorder, disasters, acts of terrorism, acts of war, acts of god, fires, floods, or other emergency conditions, any delay in necessary and essential repair to the property) it is impossible or illegal for the parties to perform its obligations under this agreement, such non performance is excused and such party may terminate this agreement without further liability of any nature and any deposit shall be returned.  The parties agree to negotiate in good faith to rebook any event cancelled due to a Force Majeure event.
